The ErasmusMedal (and the accompanying
lecture) is awarded to recognise and to mark

3) The search group agrees ona process and
timetable and then carriesouta search
for candidates. The search may involve an
open call for proposals, a call from within
the AE membership, or a more restricted
search. Whatever the method chosen, all
nominations are considered based upon
evidence providedby the nominators of
scholarly achievements, endorsements and
recommendations and any other relevant
information for the candidates. The search
group create a long -list of at least five
candidates.

4) The search group will then assessthe long list

period. The procedure for identifying candidates
suitable to receive the award (in summary) are:

1) The fields eligible to receive the award are
decided upon by the Council. This might be,
for example, on a four year cycle, humanities,
physical sciences, social sciences, biological
and medical sciences.

2) A search group of appropriate Section  Chairs
isestablished, under the co -ordination of a
member of the Board of Trustees.

5) The search group submits a final shortlist of
names to the Council. The medallist  isselected
by a vote of the whole Councila yearin
advance of the award.

Being a recipient of other awardsis no barrier to
receiving the ErasmusMedal. The search group

will take into account the international profile of

the potential medallist and a candi tkely e d s
attraction and abilityas  a public speaker to non -
specialist audiences. Candidates are not limited
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to current members of the Academia, as the
award carries with it an automatic membership.

General criteria for the award:

The Erasmus Medal of the Academia  Europaea is
awarded on the recommendation of the Council

to a member or other  scholar who has maintained
over a sustained period the highest level of
international scholarshipand  recognition by
peers. The medallist is invited to give the annual
ErasmusLecture and if appropriate  to receive
membership.

In addition the search group will take into
account:

A othat allpuredy academic  nominations are
supported by detailed  evidence of the
suitability of any candidate. This includes their
international standing, achievements/impacts
in their respective field(s) and impact on
European scholarshipand the community of
scholars.

A Candidates do not already haveto be
elected members of the Academia Europaea,
as the award automatically = comes with an
invitation to membership.

A Theaward consists of two parts - the Medal
and the Lecture.
It istherefore critical that the group takes into
account the quality of the potential speaker
and their willingness to have the lecture
published.
